One of eight late baroque
towns in the Val di Noto, Caltagirone is
known for its hand-painted majolica
ceramics. At the Church of Santa Maria
de Monte, see the 142-step staircase
with a unique painted ceramic riser
between each step.

Explore Taormina atop Monte
Tauro, and visit an ancient Greek theater
with awe-inspiring coastal vistas.
Syracuse. Visit the Archaeological Park
in historic Syracuse, home to the Teatro
Greco, a well-preserved ancient theater.
